Administrate
- Organize and plan the weekly meetings.
- Make sure accurate records are being kept.
- Plan theme nights and special events.
- Schedule Large Group Time speakers.
- Integrate the program schedule with other Awana activities and church events.
- Assist the Awana ministry director in managing the budget.

- Emcee and facilitate the club night.

Shepherd
- Pray with the leaders and kids.
- Assist leaders in communicating the gospel to children.
- Model Christ-like leadership.
- Encourage leaders to meet the spiritual needs of the children and youth in their care.
- Motivate leaders to walk with Christ.

The director is key to a club as he communicates vision, shepherds the leaders and oversees
logistics.
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
